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The Ability in English Basic Sentence Writing through Skill Exercises on English Grammar about
Sentence Building for Non-English Majored Teachers teaching English in Primary Schools,

Phetchaburi Province

Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) implement the skill exercises to compare the
non-English majored teachers’ ability in English basic sentence writing before and after being taught
through skill exercises 2) develop and assess the efficiency of skill exercises on English grammar
about English basic sentence writing for non-English majored teachers teaching English in primary
schools, Phetchaburi province to meet the standard criterion of 70/70 3) study the opinions of non-
English majored teachers on skill exercises. The sample consisted of 30 non-English majored teachers
teaching English in primary schools, Phetchaburi province who were welling to be the sample for this
research, 1" semester of 2017 academic year. The duration of the implementation covered 18 hours.
The research design was one group pretest — posttest design. The research instruments were the
structured interview form, skill exercises, the pre-posttest, the questionnaire inquiring teachers’
opinions on skill exercises. The obtained data were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation,
dependent t- test, and method of content analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1) The teachers’ ability in English basic sentence writing after being taught through the
skill exercises was significantly higher than that before being taught at the .01 level.

2) The skill exercises were developed into 4 sets; part of speech, sentence pattern,
tense, sentence building, and the efficiency of skill exercises was 76.52/80.74 which was higher than
the standard criterion of 70/70.

3) The teachers’ opinions on the skill exercises were at a high level.
